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Abstract

The purpose of this bachelor's thesis is to study the existing entrepreneurial
perspectives for the vulnerable group of single parent families” support. This study is
a literature review of theoretical or research sources and statistical data. It takes place
in the context of entrepreneurship because it is a source of job creation. At the same
time its individual psychological benefit is presented more increased than in
circumstances of other forms of work choice. Social and family standards’ change on
the other hand, in combination with anincrease inthe age limit for family acquisition,
has led to a delay in finding work and family balances, increasing the possibilities of
single-parent families’ creation. The latter one has a positive correlation with the
female gender, the possibility of poverty and social exclusion. During the study, the
definition and characteristics of entrepreneurship, the historical and social origin of
single parent families, in relation also with the problems they face, and
entrepreneurship, from the point of view of the single mother in terms of the
limitations and the possibilities of developing entrepreneurial action, are analyzed.
Their correlation is particularly positive in gender discrimination regimes, as well as in
conjunction with mother's latent household and child care experience. The above are
also verified statistically in the Greek territory. Particularly, although employment
growth possibilities are presented through entrepreneurship, they are slowed down
due to reduced education and funding opportunities, coupled with gender
discrimination. Nevertheless, this specific employment status is presented with
sustainable living capabilities supporting the efficiency needs of the social group under
study. The conclusion is about a combination of social and sustainable single-parent
entrepreneurship, which not only involves single-parent business start, but direct jobs
provision to the respective vulnerable group.
